Fellowship Meals  

     For twenty-five years, 

there has been a Sunday 

breakfast at the Episcopal 

Church of Sts. Andrew & 

Matthew, affectionately 

known to the homeless as 

ñThe Quiche Houseò.  It is 

Friendship Houseôs oldest 

ministry. 

     Presently, the Sunday 

Breakfast Program consists 

of volunteers from twenty 

churches who prepare and 

serve the meal on a rotating 

basis. Through their generosity and caring, 90 to 140 homeless men, women and chil-

dren not only are fed a hot nourishing breakfast, but are also enabled to begin the Lordôs 

Day of Rest in fellowship and dignity.  

Not as large, but far more intimate, are the suppers at Andrewôs Place and Epiphany 

House.  Each evening three or four volunteers prepare and 

deliver an evening meal to the residents of these two shel-

ters.  More welcomed than the food, however, is the compa-

ny. After the blessing, everyone breaks bread and shares 

their day.  It is a sacred time that touches every participant ï 

volunteer, staff and resident.  

ñI canôt believe there are so many people who care so 

much about people they donôt even know,ò is a sentiment 

echoed by more than one  resident. ñThis is like spending the 

evening with my girlfriends,ò said one Epiphany House vol-

unteer.  Persons from vastly different backgrounds sit down 

at the table and learn that they genuinely enjoy one an-

otherôs companyïand that perhaps they are not so different 

from one another.

Clothing People With Dignity  

New Castle County.  Through its unique distribution sys-

tem using more than three hundred community partners, 

the Clothing Bank is able to personalize each clothing re-

quest to the clientôs specific needs. Processing most orders 

within seventy-two hours, it then hand-delivers the orders 

to the human service agencies that placed the orders on 

the behalf of their clients.  Processing more than five hun-

dred orders monthly, the Clothing Bank is able to perform 

this vital community service at a cost of less than $.80 per 

pound of processed clothing 

While most visitors to the Clothing Bank credit its suc-

cess to the leadership of Linda Harrison, its director, and 

the dedicated hard work of Rosie Grant and Karen John-

son, its managers, the staff chooses to lift up the thousand 

Every month the Clothing Bank of Delaware gives away 

more than twelve thousand pounds of high quality donated 

clothing monthly to individuals and families throughout 
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volunteers annually that make this miracle a reality.  

Each year nearly one hundred churches, businesses and 

schools sponsor clothing drives that supply the majority 

of the donated clothing.  Other groups donate one day 

each year to help process clothing.  In 2010, more than 

nine hundred men, women and children volunteered on 

site as sorters. 

 Even more important to the quality of the Clothing 

Bankôs ministry are the volunteers that come on a week-

ly basis and the Friendship House interns enrolled in the 

Clothing Bank employment training program.  It is they 

that receive, process and deliver the clothing orders.  

They are the pleasant voice on the phone, the helping 

hand at the door and the Good Samaritans maneuvering 

their way through Wilmingtonôs traffic to get the cloth-

ing to the people that need it the most.  Only with their 

generosity does the miracle happen. 
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
